Board Meeting July 9, 2018


SPRING ARBOR TOWNSHIP
BOARD MEETING
JULY 9, 2018
The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held Monday, July 9, 2018 at 7:15 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Treasurer Colleen Gibbs Trustees Jim Buck, Robert Drain, and Caleb Runyon.  Absent: Troy Ganton. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Public Comment:  none.
Reports:  Commissioner Al Tompkins reported that the county has not much new as the holiday has delayed their meeting.  He reminded us of the two millages for August Primary, one for Parks and one to hire animal wardens.  Chief Russ Ratkiewicz reported that the month of June had not major incidents.   Training continues with side arms, shotgun and bullet proof shield use.  The new police car is in and is being outfitted for use.  Chief Tim McEldowney reported that the number of runs is down for the year even though personal injury runs are up. Fire personnel are now allowed to do some training on line which will help tremendously.  ISO Rating is now a 4 from a 9 which is good.
Expenditures:  Motion was made by Runyon and seconded by Buck to approve the following disbursements for  June: General Fund expenditures totaling $85,416.78; Fire Department Fund expenditures totaling $47,714.66; Street Light Fund expenditures totaling $4,320.30; Building Inspections Fund expenditures $4,788.47;  Sewer Fund expenditures totaling $44,738.95; Water Fund expenditures totaling $5,141.30; and Historical Fund expenditures totaling $1,775.89  Roll Call: 6 yes.  Approved.  Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Drain to approve the payment of outstanding invoices totaling $129,359.68. Roll Call: 6 yes.  Approved.
Minutes:   Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Runyon to approve the minutes of the Regular Board meeting of June 11, 2018.  Approved.  
Consent Agenda:   Motion was made by Stonestreet and seconded by Drain to accept the following items under the consent agenda consisting of the Financial Reports for June 2018; General Ledger report of revenues and expenditures for June 2018; the Public Safety Report for June 2018; Senior Center Advisory Board minutes of June 20, 2018 and Park Committee Minutes for June 25, 2018. SUPERVISOR REPORT:  Supervisor Herlein reported that Arbor Village has filed an appeal with the Michigan Tax Tribunal.
OLD BUSINESS;

M-DOT Report:   The latest information is that the M-60 road improvement through the center of Spring Arbor till take place in 2019. The rest of M-60 from Village Crossing mall to the highway is scheduled for 2020.
Local Roads Project:  There has been progress the first week of July with the completion of a few roads.  The entire project is a 3 year project and expected to be completed in 2020.  Last year’s work was just a “jump start” to the project so even though we are ahead of schedule we must be patient.
Teft Road Trail:  Engineering is in progress.
Township Hall Windows:  The supervisor is asking for any suggestions to find a contractor to install the Township Hall windows.  Contractors we have spoken to are very busy and don’t have the time for a small job like this.

Post Office Sewer Line Repairs:  The sewer line has been repaired and the building brick issue has be solved.
NEW BUSINESS:
Senior Center Advisory Board:  The Advisory board has given us a list of resignations that need to be approved:  Dorothy Bortel, Don Roush and Carl Jacobson.  Motion to accept the resignations with thanks to their service was made by Buck and seconded by Runyon.  Approved.   The Advisory board asked that we approve the following people for the board Dick Lee, Frank Smith, Joann Craddock, Brenda Gardner and Loretta Lammers for three year terms. Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Runyon to appoint the recommended list of appointees to the Advisory Board.  Approved.  The reappointment of three members on the board Elwin Johnson, Beverly Cornell and Jesse Moore was moved by Runyon and seconded by Buck.  Approved.
Resolution to Waive Collection of penalties for failure to file Property Transfer Affidavits:  The State Tax Commission mandates that a resolution be in place if a township chooses NOT to collect the fees for not filing Property Transfer Affidavits on time.  We currently do not collect this fee as the cost of the collection of the fee outweighs any income collected. A motion was made by Gibbs and seconded by Stonestreet to approve the resolution of not collecting the Property Transfer Affidavit fee.  Roll Call:  6 yes.  Approved.
Post Office Parking Lot Repair:  The repair to the Post Office building being completed there is a need to repair the parking lot in that area.   As the entire lot is in need of replacement and there ae plans to add to the parking in that area the Supervisor is trying to obtain bids for this project, he asked that the board approve up to $30,000 for this project.  The budget has an amount of $7,500 already planned for the addition so this would be an additional $22,500 to that figure.  A motion was mad by Drain and seconded by Stonestreet to approve an amount of up to $30,000 to repair, replace and add on to the Post Office Parking lot.  Roll Call:  Yes-Drain, Buck, Stonestreet, Runyon and Herlein.  No-Gibbs.  Approved.
Health Insurance:  Clerk Stonestreet presented the information that Burnham and Flower is expecting and 1.5% increase in the health insurance premium for 2019.  A motion was mad by Drain and seconded by Runyon to accept the increase and continue with Priority Health insurance through Burnham and Flower.  Roll Call:  6 yes.
PUBLIC/BOARD COMMENT:  Herlein reported that the Parks Committee is working on a Survey to find out the desires of the public as to the parks.  It will be on line and in paper form.
ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting was adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
