Board Meeting September 10, 2018


SPRING ARBOR TOWNSHIP
BOARD MEETING
SEPTEMBER 10, 2018
The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held Monday, September 10, 2018 at 7:00 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Treasurer Colleen Gibbs Trustees Jim Buck, Robert Drain (arrived at 7:03), Troy Ganton and Caleb Runyon.  Absent: none. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Public Comment:  none.
Reports:  Dr. Alan Tompkins, County Commissioner, reported on the county meetings.  The County is considering the move of control of the 911 dispatch from the Sheriff’s office to County Administration.  Chief Tim McEldowney and Supervisor Dave Herlein both expressed their opinions as to the problems this change could cause.  State Representative Julie Alexander mentioned the MITA lock out and the effect on the I-94 improvements.   Chief Russ Ratkiewicz reported that the month of August was an uneventful month.  Training continues including how to handle a heroin overdose and the new 800 MHz radio system.   Fire Chief Tim McEldowney reported that there is a new on-line training system which will allow the firemen to earn their credits from home.  The Fire Academy begins in November and Spring Arbor will once again host the training for the county.
Expenditures:  Motion was made by Drain and seconded by Runyon to approve the following disbursements for  August: General Fund expenditures totaling $72,9216.63; Fire Department Fund expenditures totaling $26,848.53; Street Light Fund expenditures totaling $4,313.77; Public Improvement Fund expenditures totaling $10,745.70;  Building Inspections Fund expenditures $7,298.89;  Sewer Fund expenditures totaling $52,504.44; Water Fund expenditures totaling $4,978.71; Tax Collection Fund expenditures of $667,064.66 and Historical Fund expenditures totaling $165.00  Roll Call: 7 yes.  Approved.  Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Stonestreet to approve the payment of outstanding invoices totaling $137,296.54. Roll Call: 7 yes.  Approved.
Minutes:   Motion was made by Runyon and seconded by Drain to approve the Regular Board minutes of August 13, 2018 with corrections.  Approved.

SUPERVISOR REPORT:  
M-DOT Report:   The latest information is that the M-60 road improvement through the center of Spring Arbor is still on track for a 2019.
Local Roads Project:  Multiple roads are in the end stage of construction.
Teft Road Trail:  Engineering is in progress and DNR reporting is done.
Township Hall Door:   Door will be installed the week of September 17.
DNR Deer Check Station:  Hutch’s will host the DNR Deer Check station.
NEW BUSINESS:
One Hauler Trash Committee:  The Committee will consist of Jim Buck, Colleen Gibbs, Peg Clevenger, Al Sorenson and Joel Freehling.  They hope to begin their work sometime this month. 
Radar Speed Signs:  Supervisor Herlein reported that one common complaint about the new roads is the cars speeding down the smooth roads.  He has asked and gotten a couple of speed signs from the county to see if they are of any use.  It has been proven that the use of these electronic signs reminds people about their speed and even keeps the number of speeders down after the signs are removed.  He asks that the township buy two of these signs for township use.  The cost would be $6000 and it would be paid for through the Police and General Budgets.  Motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Buck to purchase two speed signs for the township police to use.  Roll Call:  7 yes
King Road Property:  The Supervisor reminded the board that he was authorized to work with a few of the Elwood Street residents to sell to them a small portion (1.5+/- acres) of the township’s King Road property.  This would allow the Township Property to have a straight line and give the residents a buffer between them and the proposed park.  Herlein has a tentative deal with the residents paying all costs associated with the sale and the Township would receive $4500 for the parcel.  Motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Drain to approve the sale of the property according to the agreement outlined by the Supervisor.  Roll Call:  7 yes.  Approved
Treasurer’s Conference:  Treasurer Gibbs asked that the Board approve the expenditure of no more than $1,000.00 to allow her to go to a Michigan Municipal Treasurer’s Conference in Bay City September 23rd to the 26th.  Motion was made to approve the expenditure by Ganton and seconded by Drain.  Roll Call:  7 yes.
Meeting Dates:  Clerk Stonestreet reminded the Board that the October meeting was moved to Tuesday, October 9 due to the Office being closed on October 8 for Columbus Day.  Also the November meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 12 which is the observation of Veterans’ Day and asked the board as to whether they need to move the meeting to Tuesday. By general consent the board decided to have the meeting on Monday, November 12.
PUBLIC/BOARD COMMENT:  Colleen Gibbs reminded all that the summer taxes are due by September 14 without penalty.
ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
