The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held Tuesday, October 9, 2018 at 7:01 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Treasurer Colleen Gibbs, Trustees Robert Drain and Caleb Runyon.  Absent: Trustees Jim Buck and Troy Ganton.  The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.

SUPERVISOR REPORT:  
M-DOT Report:   The latest information is that the M-60 road improvement through the center of Spring Arbor is still on track for 2019.
Local Roads Project:  Multiple roads are in the end stage of construction for this year.  About two-thirds of the roads are completed which is ahead of schedule.
Teft Road Trail:  Engineering is in progress and everyone is still on board.
Township Hall Door:   The contractor installed the wrong door package, it swings the wrong way.  The correct one will be installed by month end.
Post Office Parking Lot:  Work should be complete in the next couple of weeks.
One-Hauler Trash Committee:  The committee is in place and had its first meeting.  We will hear more in the future.
NEW BUSINESS:
BOR Resolution:  There is a need to change the first BOR meeting date in March of 2019 from Monday to Tuesday. This can be done by the resolution presented to the board.  A motion was made by Runyon and seconded by Drain to accept the resolution to change the meeting date. Roll Call:  5 yes.  Approved.
Senior Center Resignations and Appointment:  Clerk Stonestreet explained to the board that the Senior Center Advisory Board has had a number of changes in mid-year.  Gary Clanton, Beverly Cornell and Elwin Johnson has resigned from the board.  Motion was made by Drain and seconded by Runyon to accept their resignations with regret.  Approved.  The Senior Center Advisory Board asked that the township board approve the appointment of Lindy Scheu to fulfill the term of Donald Roush who resigned earlier in the year.  Linda’s term will end in 2020.  Motion made by Stonestreet and seconded by Runyon to appoint Linda Scheu to the SC Advisory Board.  Approved.
PUBLIC/BOARD COMMENT:  Clerk Stonestreet explained to the board that there has been a bit of a mix up regarding the absentee voter ballots for the November 6 General Election.  In case anyone asks them, the AV ballots may be obtained up to the day before election.
ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting was adjourned at 7:26 p.m.
