The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held Monday, August 12, 2019 at 7:05 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Trustees James Buck, Robert Drain, Troy Ganton and Caleb Runyon.  Absent: Treasurer Colleen Gibbs. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Public Comment:  none
Reports:  Police Chief Howard Noppe brought the board up to date on the July activities, including the traffic complaints due to the construction, Taser certification and interviewing for a full time officer. Fire Chief Tim McEldowney reported that the fire department runs are up over last year but in line with the 2017 numbers.   The Fire Department is also looking for more paid on-call volunteer firemen.

SUPERVISOR REPORT: Supervisor Herlein shared information on the M-60 update – that it seems to be on time and should be completed by mid-November.  The local roads project is also on time and will be completed in 2020.  Teft Road non-motorized trail is moving along; the Miller Trailer Park fence is up; water wells test drilling should begin in September; the post office and Township Hall parking is done; with the help of mini grants from the Jackson Community Foundation in conjunction with Consumers Energy two new benches will be obtained; the DPW/Library building façade is being repaired.
NEW BUSINESS:

           
2019 Fire Millage Resolution:  Both Supervisor Herlein and Fire Chief Tim McEldowney presented the following information.  Our current Fire Millage expires this year. Public Safety Board has been meeting to discuss the need for funding to operate our Fire Department. A comprehensive review of the FD budget, revenues and expenses along with a 10 year proposed budget has been completed. We have further identified required projects “outside” of the proposed budget that need to be funded and completed.  Many of these have been postponed and are now at a “must do” point.  As additional review the Supervisor asked several community members and our Township Auditor to look at our numbers and provide opinion. ALL have advised we need 2 mills or more.  The recommendation from Public Safety to this board is to ask the voters of Spring Arbor Township in November 2019 for a 5 year millage of 2 mills.  I am asking you to approve an election for November and a resolution for a millage of 2 mills for 5 years.  A motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Buck to approve the resolution for a 2 mill tax for 5 years to be voted on by the township voters on November 5, 2019.  Roll Call:  6 yes.  Approved.

Public Comment:  Aaron Losey expressed interest in being involved in the Township activities.
