Minutes:  Motion was made by Rice and seconded by Martz to accept the minutes from the August 11, 2020 meeting.  Approved.
New Business:
Public Hearing/Application for Site Plan Review SPR 21-01 – Applicant Toby Jones:  Brian Boyer, engineer,
Described the project on behalf of the applicant, Toby Jones/Jones Construction Solutions and the owner Spring Arbor Development Group LLC.  The site is a five acre parcel located between Cook Foundation and Concrete to the west and Wardcraft Conveyor to the east.  The site plan is for the construction of a 14,400 square foot light industrial building and a parking lot.  

Jan Gardner reviewed relevant zoning issues including:  Current zoning I-1 Light Industrial; required setbacks; minimum required parking; site access via a shared driveway with Wardcraft Conveyor; and review of the site plan dated February 18, 2021 by the Township’s engineer and the Jackson County Drain Commissioner.
After discussion, a motion was made by Sorenson and seconded by Martz to approve the site plan dated April 12, 2021 for parcel #000-12-09-400-001-03 with the following conditions:

1. Must provide a recorded easement agreement for shared driveway

2. Must comply with Section 7.13 of Zoning Ordinance (regarding inspections)

3. Must comply with sign regulations in Zoning Ordinance

4. Must resolve any issues identified by the Jackson County Drain Commissioner in his review letter

5. Must obtain approval from the Township’s engineer OMM

6. Provide additional documentation on any possible hazardous materials.

Motion approved.
