Board Meeting November 14, 2022


SPRING ARBOR TOWNSHIP
BOARD MEETING
NOVEMBER 14, 2022
The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held on Monday, November 14, 2022 at 6:02 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Treasurer Colleen Gibbs, Trustees James Buck, Troy Ganton and Josh Walz. Absent: Trustee Mike Archer. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Public Comment:  Opened at 6:03.  No public comment.
Reports:  Julie Alexander presented a Proclamation to the RM Brewer and Sons Company for their 100 years in business.    County Commissioner Earl Poleski reported on the results of the County millages failures on the November 8 election and possible reasons. Chief Dan Deering reported on the month of October was a bit busier than normal.  Body cameras were ordered and received earlier than expected.  The have been distributed and are already in use.  Chief Time McEldowney reported on the month’s activities including runs are down a bit over last year and training in heavy equipment lifting.
Expenditures:  Motion was made by Walz and seconded by Buck to approve the disbursements for the month of October 2022 totaling $387,486.5410 including taxes.  Roll Call: 6 yes. Approved.  Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Walz to approve the payment of outstanding invoices totaling $186,452.80.  Roll Call: 6 yes.  Approved.
Minutes:   Motion was made by Walz and seconded by Gibbs to accept the Regular Board minutes of October 11, 2022 with correction. Approved.  
Consent Agenda:   Motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Walz to accept the following items under the consent agenda, the General Ledger Report of Revenues and Expenditures for October 2022; the Financial Report and Cash Summary for October 2022 and the Public Safety Report for October 2022. Approved.
SUPERVISOR REPORT:  Supervisor Herlein October and November were extremely busy with elections; Water main repair is about completed in Harmony Park; the School House in Harmony Park is in need of many repairs to be handled in the next fiscal year; the playground equipment and “wood chips” inn Gallagher park is done; the SCADA is 98% up and running for the lagoon and lift stations; OMM and the Supervisor are working on an Asset Management Plan for sewer rates; Parks Committee is looking at finishing up the Parks Plan in the Spring and Spring Arbor and Summit are looking to prepare a letter of intent to combine the water system into one.
NEW BUSINESS:   
Police Dash Cameras:  Chief Dan Deering presented the bid for three dash cameras in the amount of $30,420.  The order time is about 12 months which will push the payment into the next fiscal year.  A motion was made by Colleen Gibbs and seconded by Troy Ganton to approve the expenditure.  Roll Call: 6 yes.  The Michigan Participating Plan has a grant in the amount of $5,000 which would be applied to the cost of these Dash Cams.  The motion to approve the resolution to Par Plan to request the $5,000 grant was made by Gibbs and seconded by Ganton.  Roll Call:  6 yes.  Approved
Police Car purchase:    Chief Dan Deering presented to the board the cost of a new police vehicle.  By ordering now, the vehicle should be available in April.  After discussion, a motion was made by Gibbs and seconded by Ganton to approve the purchase of the 2023 Tahoe for a total amount of $58,977.00. Roll Call:  6 yes.  Approved.
Priority Health Insurance:  The Clerk reiterated the cost of the Priority Health insurance for the next calendar year of an increase of 6.9%.  A motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Walz to approve the renewal of the health insurance.    Roll Call: 6 yes. Approved.
Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan:  Supervisor Herlein had sent a 130 page document to the board regarding the 2022 Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan.   A motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Gibbs to adopt the resolution of the 2022 Jackson County Hazard Mitigation Plan for Region 2 Planning commission.   Approved.

Parks Committee Board Appointment:  Supervisor Herlein asked the board to approve the appointment of Jacob Ganton as a member of the Parks Committee. Jacob has lived in Spring Arbor all his life and volunteered to be a part of this board.  Motion was made by Gibbs and seconded by Buck to approve this appointment.  Approved. 

Public and Board Comment:   Howard Noppe said the Dan Deering is doing a great job preparing to be Police chief and Spring has never had one better.
