SEPTEMBER 12, 2022
The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held on Monday, August 8, 2022 at 6:00 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Trustees Mike Archer, James Buck and Josh Walz. Absent: Treasurer Colleen Gibbs and Trustee Troy Ganton. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  
Public Comment:  Opened at 6:01 Ron Hawkins, Democratic candidate for Representative in the 45th District of the State Legislature, introduced himself and presented a few of his views.  Jennifer Hauglie of Concerto Court asked that the township meeting times be put on the website and Facebook posts.  Closed at 6:05.
The regular meeting of the Spring Arbor Township Board was held on Monday, September 12, 2022 at 6:00 p.m., with the following members present: Supervisor Dave Herlein, Clerk Julia Stonestreet, Treasurer Colleen Gibbs, Trustees Mike Archer, James Buck, Troy Ganton and Josh Walz. Absent: none Trustee. The Supervisor led the Pledge of Allegiance.  

Public Comment:  Opened at 6:02 Ann Milizia of Miller Trailer Park had questions regading the water there.
Reports:  County Commissioner Earl Poleski reported that the County Commission is working on many issues including Landlord/Tenant cases; contracting with MDOT and Ballot issues for a 911 Fee and Jail millage.  Current Assistant Police Chief Dan Deering detailed the monthly report.  Fire Chief Tim McEldowney reported that the runs were a bit below the August numbers from last year. He has two firemen beginning Medical Classes; they hosted a state wide pump class; and the new grass rig is delivered and ready to go.
Expenditures:  Motion was made by Archer and seconded by Walz to approve the disbursements for the month of August 2022 totaling $765,461.04.  Roll Call: 7 yes. Approved.  Motion was made by Buck and seconded by Walz to approve the payment of outstanding invoices totaling $160,603.03.  Roll Call: 7 yes.  Approved.
Minutes:   Motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Buck to accept the Regular Board minutes of August 8, 2022.  Approved.  Motion was made by Archer and seconded by Walz to accept the Special Board Meeting minutes of August 15, 2022. Approved.

Consent Agenda:   Motion was made by Stonestreet and seconded by Archer to accept the following items under the consent agenda, the General Ledger Report of Revenues and Expenditures for August 2022; the Public Safety Report for August 2022; and the Cash Summary for August 2022.  Approved.
SUPERVISOR REPORT:  Supervisor Herlein the recent storms has caused a lot of storm damage including trees and limbs down and major damage to the School House Museum roof.  He has contractors assessing the damage and seeing what can be done.  Sewer System had power issues; there was a water main break on the Saturday before this meeting;, and a legal case regarding a landlord problem is about to begin’ building permits request continue to increase; the SCADA system may be ready for set up in September and new lights for the restrooms are here.
NEW BUSINESS:   
Spring Arbor Fireworks:  Spring Arbor University has requested approval for their annual Hanging of the Greens Firework display.  The motion was made by Ganton and seconded by Archer to approve permission for the display.    Approved.
Committee Openings:    Supervisor Herlein wished to inform the Board of the need to fill three committee positions due to members moving from the area or inability to serve. The positions are Parks (Craig Withrow), Water and Sewer (Tom Zeller) and Public Safety (Charles Kuntzleman).  Herlein will be bringing names to the board for replacements in the near future.
Water Main Relocation:  The water main break on Saturday exposed a problem with the placement of the line. In a move to prevent further problems Supervisor Herlein asked that the board approve up to $9,000 to adjust (move) the line so that the problem will not continue.  A motion was made by Ganton and seconded to allow the expenditure.  Roll Call:  7 yes.
Public and Board Comment:   Colleen Gibbs said the Sarah Lightner, a candidate for House of Representative for our area, had hoped to be at the meeting to introduce herself.  She was not able to come tonight, but hopes to see us all next month.
ADJOURNMENT:  Meeting was adjourned at 6:45 p.m.
